The last room is a lounge where you can watch your interview or anyone elses. 2 performers.

2 members of the public were picked at random from a pool of entrants and kidnapped for 48 hours  and held in a secret location .  They were viewed live over the internet for the whole period and the camera was controllable from the net and from the ICA and The Green Room and a chat room was set up for the entire period.  They were released into a press conference.  17 people were involved.

October 1998 - Torkradio.com - Ju Row Farr

A 72 hour live web broadcast performance with commissioned contributions from a range of live, sound and visual artists. Specific piece by Ju Row Farr involved live telephone interviews about sexual fantasies to a soundtrack of Nancy Sinatra.

March 1999 - Route 12:36

Commissioned by The South London Gallery and London Transport.  An interactive artwork to be on 2 bus routes - 12 & 36.  An 0800 telephone number where bus travellers can ring up to answer questions about people they have left behind, strangers they have enjoyed knowing etc.

April 1999 - 10 Backwards

Stage performance and film about a woman who time travels - to be Premiered in Arnolfini, Bristol, England and will tour to Oslo, Amsterdam, Germany and England

Autumn 1999/ Winter 2000 - Desert Rain

A collaboration between Blast Theory and The Department of Computer Science, University of Nottingham, which combines an interactive installation, with performance elements and a virtual world.  The world is projected onto a screen of water spray and the participants navigate through the virtual environment by standing on a foot plate.  The experience is 30 minutes for 6 people at a time.
