Voiceover 9: "Ladies and Gentlemen, now please give the audience a sense of where you are from using: an object, a sound, a smell, a picture, a song, a colour and a piece of clothing." 

15. Soloperformances

Everybody comes to the court.

first group gathers at the front line

secound group gathers at the back line

>> Lightchange "Soloperformances"

swap places when performance is finished

when Kathrin starts her tape "Fünf Freunde" >> everyone is coming to the front line

when Kathrin stops the tape >> choir starts immediately

Choir:
In such times, as our times are, inevitably the moment comes, where you have to say "I", and then, it may happen, you realize, just this you have not learned.
